E-Mail and Web Page Policy
E-mail is a way in which individuals can communicate electronically. Educational uses of E-mail include such diverse applications as requesting college information, communicating with elected political leaders, exchanging information across and between continents, sending and receiving information as part of assignments.
1. QHS students shall be provided with access to E-mail subject to the terms, provisions and restrictions contained within this policy.
2. Students enrolled in Computer Applications and other Business classes will be required to use email as part of daily assignments.

3. The purpose of student E-mail services at QHS shall be twofold: to permit students to learn how to competently and appropriately use E-mail, and to permit student E-mail use consistent with the educational goals and outcomes of USD 293.

4. Unless directly instructed by a staff member of QHS, no student shall use his/her E-mail to send notes, documents and/or other electronic information to a fellow student at QHS.

5. Unless directly instructed by a staff member of QHS or given the permission of a staff member of QHS, no student shall print a hard copy of either incoming or outgoing E-mail.

6. All E-mail use should conform to acceptable standards of communication with language appropriate to a high school environment.
7. Privacy is NOT a right of students using the QHS E-mail services. QHS staff member shall have to the right to examine and to read all student E-mail that is associated with the QHS computer system.
8. Students who violate the “E-mail Policy” shall be subject to disciplinary action. This action can include a complete revocation of QHS E-mail service, a revocation of all computer use at QHS, suspension from the school and expulsion from the school. Members of the QHS staff, as well as the principal, are directly responsible for determining appropriate disciplinary action on a case-by-case basis.
This is a legally binding document which is in effect through school tenure, or until form redesign, or parent/guardian/group home director change.
